Please accept the manuscript titled “And then the war came: A content analysis of processes of resilience in the narratives of refugees from Humans of New York” for consideration at International Journal of Communication.

This manuscript is a content analysis of resilience processes in refugee narratives published by Humans of New York (HONY). Refugee voices have generally been excluded from media representations, which have tended to focus on statistical information or the potential threats refugees pose to a host country. The present study moves away from these tendencies by analyzing HONY narratives, a platform in which refugees are the main storytellers. Using Buzzanell’s Communicative Theory of Resilience as a guiding framework, this analysis makes a theoretical contribution by suggesting that processes of resilience vary temporally (e.g., before, during, and after a hardship) and contextually, as found by comparing refugee narratives to other HONY narratives (e.g., military veterans, inmates). This study also contributes to the discourse surrounding refugees by showing how the stories they tell are quantitatively different.
