I wish to submit an original article for publication in the International Journal of Communication, titled “Non-Linear Programs’ Repeat Viewing Patterns and Their Determinants.” This paper was co-authored by Yunjin Choi.
Most research on repeat viewing, viewing patterns, and their determinants have focused on analyzing the influence of their structural factors (e.g., program schedule) and used programs as their unit of analysis. Further, TV viewing is currently shifting from a linear to a non-linear environment. This audience duplication research examined the non-linear viewing patterns of TV programs in a video streaming platform, especially focusing on repeat viewing. We believe that our study makes a significant contribution to the literature because it extends the scope of research on repeat viewing by analyzing the influence of micro level variables, which have generally been left out in the literature. This study relied on a data set that contained non-subjective data recorded from each individual subscriber. Hence, it did not depend on subjective data like some prior research that employed, for example, data from the diary data collection method.

Further, we believe that this paper will be of interest to the readership of your journal which has presented frequent discussions on media choice and consumption along with TV audience analysis research, including the integrated model that explains TV viewing. Recently, an analysis of the over-the-top industry and a study on the audience of online streaming services such as Netflix and iQiyi have been reported. As an extension of such studies, this study analyzed audience viewing patterns for emerging media use (e.g., non-linear TV viewing) and showed that users’ video usage pattern is shifting from a push media to a pull media pattern.
This manuscript has not been published or presented elsewhere in part or in entirety and is not under consideration by another journal. The data used for analysis were delivered based on a data use contract signing with an online video streaming service provider (Content Wavve). As per the contract, intellectual property rights for by-products were granted to the Korean Broadcasting System, to which the first author belongs, and the research results were not affected by the streaming service provider. We have read and understood your journal’s policies, and we believe that neither the manuscript nor the study violates any of these. There are no conflicts of interest to declare.
